SECTION lil. CONTRACTOR GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES

Add Paragraph QQ. to read as follows:

Code section 84308, Contractor is prohibited from making campaign contributions of more than $250 to
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any member of the Board of Supervisors for twelve (12) months after the County’s consideration of the
Contract.

The consideration to be paid to each Contractor, as provided herein, shall be in full payment for
all Contractor’s services and expenses incurred in the performance hereof, including travel and per diem.
Overtime and holiday make-up time will not be permitted. Payments are subject to provisions in the
Payments, Budgets, Closeout, and Audits.

SECTION Vill. TERM

Amend Section VIl to read as follows:

This Contract is effective as of July 1, 2021 and expires June 30, 2025, but may be terminated earlier in
accordance with provisions of Section IX of the Contract. The Contract term may be extended for one (1)
additional one (1) year period by mutual agreement of the parties.

DEFINITIONS

(3) a controlling owner (50% or greater interest as a shareholder or as a general partner) in one entity also
‘is a controlling owner in the other entity.

For purposes of (2), “shared management and control” can be found when the same person or substantially the
same persons own and manage the two entities; there are common or commingled funds or assets; the business
entities share the use of the same offices or employees, or otherwise share activities, resources or personnel on a
regular basis; or there is otherwise a regular and close working relationship between the entities.
