The park is currently utilizing a floating dock at an alternate launch point in the lake. This launch point is not ADA
accessible and therefore prevents individuals with accessibility issues from utilizing the dock. Replacement of the
dilapidated dock will allow for safe boat dock access for non-motorized boat launching.

Project Scope includes the demolition and removal of the existing inaccessible/ closed boat dock and replacement with

a fully accessible dock with a ramp and multiple boat launch lanes.

Current boating is restricted to pedal boats from the temporary floating dock. Replacement of the damaged stationary
dock will allow for the launch of kayaks, small non-motorized fishing boats and other small vessels.

The park is currently open 7 days a week, 364 days a year from 7:30am-5:00pm. It is only closed on Christmas Day.

The existing wooden dock has sustained damages over the years from weather and usage. The floating temporary
dock is currently only accessible for pedal boats operated by a concessionaire, preventing the launch of personal
watercraft onto the lake. The demolition and replacement of the dock will allow for the launch of kayaks, small
non-motorized fishing boats and other small vessels and will be fully accessible.
