AMENDMENT NO. 1

WHEREAS, LANDAUER, Inc. (‘LANDAUER”) and San Bernardino County on behalf of Arrowhead Regional
Medical Center entered into a Radiation Dosimetry Service Agreement with an effective date of April 1, 2022
(the “Terms”); and

WHEREAS, the term of the Agreement is April 1, 2022 through March 31, 2024; and
WHEREAS, the parties now desire to amend the Agreement to extend the term; and

NOW THEREFORE, effective as of the date this Amendment is fully executed, the parties hereby amend the
Agreement as follows:

1. The first paragraph the Terms is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following, such that the
term of the Terms is extended by two years:

These Dosimetry Service Terms and Conditions (these “Terms”) govern the agreement between
Landauer Inc., a Delaware Corporation with its principal place of business at 2 Science Road,
Glenwood, lllinois 60425 (“LANDAUER?”), and San Bernardino County on behalf of its Arrowhead
Regional Medical Center, with its principal place of business at 400 North Pepper Avenue, Colton,
CA 92324-1819 (“the Client”), and is effective April 1, 2022 (“Effective Date”) through March 31,



2026.

Add the following as the last sentence under Payment Terms:
The total costs under these Terms shall not exceed $100,000 without a further amendment to
the Terms.

Delete Addendum A Prices for Account #64277 and replace with the attached Addendum A Prices for
Account #64277, as though fully incorporated into the Terms

LANDAUER has disclosed to the County using Attachment 1 - Campaign Contribution Disclosure Senate
Bill 1439, attached hereto, whether it has made any campaign contributions of more than $250 to any
member of the San Bernardino County (“County”) Board of Supervisors or other County elected officer
[Sheriff, Assessor-Recorder-Clerk, Auditor-Controller/Treasurer/Tax Collector and the District Attorney]
within the 12 months before the date this Amendment was approved by the County Board of Supervisors.
LANDAUER acknowledges that under Government Code section 84308, LANDAUER is prohibited from
making campaign contributions of more than $250 to any member of the County Board of Supervisors or
other County elected officer for 12 months after the County’s consideration of the Amendment.

In the event of a further proposed amendment to the Agreement, LANDAUER will provide Customer a
written statement disclosing any campaign contribution(s) of more than $250 to any member of the County
Board of Supervisors or other County elected officer within the preceding 12 months of the date of the
proposed amendment.

Campaign contributions include those made by any agent/person/entity on behalf of the LANDAUER or
by a parent, subsidiary or otherwise related business entity of LANDAUER.

Full Force and Effect. The Agreement, as amended by this Amendment, remains in full force and
effect.

Capitalized Terms. Any capitalized term used but not defined in this Amendment shall have the
meaning given to it in the Agreement, as applicable.

Counterparts. This Amendment may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which so
executed shall be deemed to be an original, and such counterparts shall together constitute one and
the same Agreement. The parties shall be entitled to sign and transmit an electronic signature of this
Amendment (whether by facsimile, PDF or other email transmission), which signature shall be binding
on the party whose name is contained therein. Each party providing an electronic signature agrees to
promptly execute and deliver to the other party an original signed Amendment upon request.

Otherwise related entity: An otherwise related entity is any for-profit organization/company which does not have a
parent-subsidiary relationship but meets one of the following criteria:

(1) One business entity has a controlling ownership interest in the other business entity;

(2) there is shared management and control between the entities; or

(3) a controlling owner (50% or greater interest as a shareholder or as a general partner) in one entity also is
a controlling owner in the other entity.

For purposes of (2), “shared management and control” can be found when the same person or substantially the
same persons own and manage the two entities; there are common or commingled funds or assets; the business
entities share the use of the same offices or employees, or otherwise share activities, resources or personnel on
a regular basis; or there is otherwise a regular and close working relationship between the entities.

Parent-Subsidiary Relationship: A parent-subsidiary relationship exists when one corporation has more than 50
percent of the voting power of another corporation.
