This Amendment No. 1 (Amendment) dated April 23, 2024 is made by and between San Bernardino County
(County) on behalf of Arrowhead Regional Medical Center (“Customer”) and Alcon Vision, LLC (“Alcon”) and
modifies the terms to the agreement executed between the parties having an effective date May 23, 2023
(Agreement).

1. Section 11 of the Agreement is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

11. Term and Termination: This Agreement is effective as of May 23, 2023 and expires May 22, 2028,
uniess terminated earlier. Either party may terminate this Agreement by giving at least 30 calendar
days’ advance written notice to the other party at the address specified in this Agreement. This
Agreement may be immediately terminated by Alcon upon written notice to Customer for Customer's
breach of any of the terms in this Agreement. This Agreement may be terminated by either party,
immediately upon written notice to the other, if the other party is adjudicated insolvent or seeks
protection under any bankruptcy proceeding. Customer shall return all Consigned Inventory within 14
calendar days of the termination of this Agreement. Thereafter, Alcon may invoice Customer for all
unreturned Products.
