Project Location:  The project is located at the 
intersection of Stanfield Cutoff and SR-38/North Shore 
Drive, Big Bear City, San Bernardino County. 

Project Description: The Project is to install a 
roundabout at the intersection of State Route 38 (SR-
38) and Stanfield Cutoff (also known as North Shore
Drive) to improve the intersection’s efficiency, traffic
flow, and pedestrian/public safety.  The Project work
includes reconstruction and installation of a single-lane
roundabout with multi-use path, crosswalks and
